HISTORY OF ILNORPLEX", INC.

Industrial Laminates/Norplex, Inc. was founded in 1945 in La Crosse, Wisconsin
under the name Northern Plastics. The company originally manufactured plostic
rowboats, bread trays, and foilet seats. In 1949, our product line changed to
industrial lominated plasics. The company expanded in the late fifties, adding o
plant in Black River Falls, Wisconsin and expanding in La Crosse, Wisconsin.
During this time, the company shortened its nome to Norplex.

In 1965, Universal Oil Products (UOP) Company acquired Norplex. UOP had
diversified interest from RD&E services fo operations in plostics, chemicals,
consfruction, transportation, steel fabrication and nucleor and aircraft parts. The
Universal il Products name was changed in 1975 to UOP, Inc.

1969 to 1974 saw expansion into West Germany, Franklin, Indiana, and
Postville, lowa.

Signal purchosed UOP. becoming the sole owner in 1978. Internally, Norplex
expanded in the Pacific region, odding sales offices in Hong Kong. UOP
chonged its corporate nome to Signal Chemicals Group in 1985. Signal
Companies then merged with Allied Corporation to form Allied-Signal. Under
this new reorganization, Norplex was ossigned to Allied Signal's Engineered
Products Sector.

Norplex purchased o lominating plant in Singapore in 1986, and acquired Ouk
Materials Group, Inc. The purchase of Oak led Norplex to change its name fo
Norplex /Oak. By purchasing Ock, Norplex /Oak assumed control of plonts in New
York, Indio, and Taiwan.

The late eighties saw further exponsion into Taiwon, ond Thailand, as well os
ocquisitions of laminate technology rights from Mica Corp, and the copper clod
Division of Westinghouse including Fortin Industries.

On August 15, 1996, the Posille, lowa, focility ond the Industriol Laminates
business was sold, and IINorplex wos incorporated in the state of lowa as a
private company.
